Literature Depot Survey

The Literature Depot Committee recently conducted a survey to
determine the usefulness of the WMAAAISLiterature Depot to
local areagroups. Of the 108 groups listed in our Directory, 40%
(44) responded: all 12 of the P.G. County groups; 15 of the 41 DC
groups; and 17 of the 55 Montgomery County groups. Most of
those responding order from World Service — only 27% (12) or-
der from the WMAAAISLiterature Depot. Forty-three percent
(19) order by mail, 25% (11) order in person, 20% (9) order on-
line, and therest order by several methods.

The reason most gave for not ordering from the WMAAAISis
convenience — 81% of those responding said the location of the
Service Center and/ or the hours of operation of the Literature
Depot were inconvenient for them. A large segment of those who
added comments emphasized the convenience of being able to
order on-line. Forty percent favored being able to order on-line
from WMAAAIS.

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Life Experiences and Al-Anon

I®e been in the Al-Anon for almost thirteen years. It
has been awonderful boon to my life. One of the prin-
ciples| heard when | first arrived wasthat, over time, |
would come not to regret my past nor wish to close the
door upon it — a proposition | thought surely had to be
nonsense. Because |l wasin alot of pain, | nevertheless
kept coming back. Sincethose early days, | have come
to see that much in my past hasindeed helped me un-
derstand how the tools of the program actually work.
Let me give an example of what | mean.

Oneday at a meeting on the Fourth Step, my HP gave
me theinsight that a searching and fearless moral in-
ventory of myself israther like a process | went
through when | was an infantry officer in Vietnam be-
fore going out on an operation. Because backpacks can
get very heavy, before every operation | disassembled
my ruck down to the smallest item — laying every-
thing out in front me so | could consider carefully
whether to bring it along on the next mission. My rule
cameto be, "If you can®eat it, drink it, wear it or shot it
— leaveit."

| thus began to use my life experiencesto help me un-
derstand and apply the principles of the program more
effectively. The Fourth Step led me to see patterns of
behavior which exhibited strengths and weaknesses.
With the help of my HP, | was able to make decisions
about which of my characteristicswould help mein my
futurelife, and which would be better left on the side of
thetrail. Asaresult of thisinsight, | now use my life
experiences to unleash the power of the program so |
can better useitstoolsto live happy, joyous and free.

From the Area Delegate
Safety and Behavioral Guidelines for Alateen

In response to the World Service Office’s Board of Trustees
motion passed on December 8th, 2003, requiring all Areas
to have safety and behavioral guidelines for Alateen in
place by December 31, 2004, Area 24 (Maryland and Wash-
ington, D.C.) hasformed an Alateen ad hoc committee to
develop these guidelines. Thiscommittee is composed of
Karen L. (Area 24 Chair), Mike H. (Area 24 Alateen Coor-
dinator), Janet K. (District 22 Representative), and myself,
JulieM. (Area24 World Service Delegate). Our Area needs
to have two processesin place by the end of 2004. Oneis
how to register Alateen groups and provide yearly up-
dates. The second is how to register Al-Anon members
involved in Alateen service.

Many of the issues that members have expressed concern
about arerelated to Alateen sponsors. Some of the issues
we are examining are whether or not Alateen sponsors
should undergo a background check. Thisisasuggestion
from WSO, not arequirement. Another iswho will verify
that, “To the best of my knowledge, the above Al-Anon
member meets the area’s safety and behavioral require-
ments.” Tothisend, we are seeking legal counsel to en-
sure not just the safety of our Alateens, but also our spon-
sorsand anyone elseinvolved in Alateen service. If there
are any Al-Anon members who would be willing to pro-
videlegal counsel, please contact me. Just leave a message
for me at the Service Center and | will bein touch.

An issuethat has come up in terms of registering Alateen
groupsiswhether or not to list the groups on meeting di-
rectories, both on-line and on paper. Thereisno require-
ment from WSO that we list the meetings or not. Some
suggestions from WSO are that Alateen meetings meet at
the sametime asan Al-Anon or AA meeting. Another
suggestion isthat Alateen conferences only be listed with
sponsor phone numbers and P.O. boxes. Thisisbecause
many conferences are held on open college campuses or
hotels, and theideaisto avoid letting a non-member know
whereit islocated.

The ad hoc committee will continue to meet throughout
the summer. We will present our recommendationsto the
AreaWorld Service Committee Meeting (AWSC) on Satur-
day, September 25. District 9 (Essex/ Dundalk) is hosting.
The next presentation isto the Area Assembly on October
23, 2004. District 2 (Frederick/ Hagerstown) is hosting. In
the meantime, please send us any concerns or suggestions
so that we may address them aswe continue to meet. |
hopeto seeyou at the AWSC and the Area Assembly.

“...admitted wewere powerless over alcohal, that our lives had
become unmanageabl€’

My wife and | began attending Al-Anon meetingsin 1982,
when our alcoholic oldest son was living with usand our
high school-aged daughter, while our youngest son wasin
college. Our oldest son’s alcoholism and drug abuse had
resulted in hisdischarge from the U.S. Navy and divorce.

We found that our lives had become unmanageable — es-
pecially when it came to providing a peaceful and secure
home for our daughter.

We felt awkward and out of place when we first attended
Al-Anon meetings; three or four different meetings during
evenings and on weekends. We still focused on our alcol-
holic son and the emotions that accompanied putting him
out of our home. We — the four of us— had confronted
our alcoholic using the guidance given us during several
weeks of professionally led family group counseling. We
had given him “Hard Love” — we love him but will no
longer support or shelter him because our well-intentioned
effortsto help change him for the better were enabling him
to keep on drinking. Our professional counselor insisted
wejoin Al-Anon.

My wife and | soon found that we could better focus on
applying the Al-Anon program to ourselves when we at-

tended different meetings. We found that we sometimes
inhibited each other’s participation when we attended a
meeting together. She could attend weekday meetings
with her sponsor whilel was at work, | could attend eve-
ning meetings during the week while she was at home
with our daughter, and we regularly attended a Sunday
afternoon meeting together.

Our lives gradually became more manageable as we kept
coming back and separately worked the Steps, read Al-
Anon literature, used the Serenity Prayer, and applied the
Stepsand Traditions.

Going to Al-Anon meetings and serving othersinside and
outside of Al-Anon require considerable commitments of
time and effort. Thingsfor me seemed to change for the
better. Our alcoholic son, over a period of afew years, had
completed athree-month inpatient detoxification program,
halfway house, counseling, joined Alcoholic Anonymous,
had a good job, and remarried.

Our other children were also gone from the “nest.” Our
Al-Anon attendance dropped off. | retired in 1992. By that
time, | felt that my life style and lifelong religions faith
would see methrough. I did not forget Al-Anon’sguiding
principles completely, but let them get rusty and vague.
Time and money to do thingsrequired more management
than before, when | was younger and earning more. Since
1994, my wife’s chronicillnesses have led meto spend
much moretime at home.

But, asyou can see, I'vereturned to Al-Anon and believe |
will keep coming back aslong aslife lasts.

Our alcoholic son started drinking again, he became physi-
cally disabled, his second marriage failed, and three years
ago, | found myself repeatedly trying to rescue him by tak-
ing him to his medical doctor, hospital detoxification
wards, and to a public substantive abuse center.

Thethings| was doing weren't working out satisfactorily
and | was back to Step One: my life had become unman-
ageable. | admitted again that | was powerless over alco-
hol — and over many other thingsas well.

Thank God for the fellowship of Al-Anon. During the
threeyearssince | returned, I've found a measure of seren-
ity again. And, since we stopped enabling our son, who
has been sober since last November, hislife has gained
some stability, including AA attendance and service.
